Chellammal Women’s College commemorated World Ozone Day 2025
with a one-day seminar on “The Plastic Paradox: Tiny Particles, Massive
Environmental Consequences.” The programme was conducted by the Eco
Club under the esteemed guidance of Principal Dr. V. Malarvizhi and
coordinated by Dr. G. Vimala, with the objective of raising awareness about
the critical global issue of microplastic pollution and its environmental

implications.

The seminar commenced at 10:30 a.m. in the Chellammal Arangam
with the rendition of Tamil Thai Vazhthu, followed by the Chéllammal
Thuthi.

extensive expertise in environmental sciences and geological research.

In his comprehensive address, the guest speaker elucidated how
microplastics, originating from single-use plastics, synthetic textiles, and
various other sources, have extensively permeated soil, water bodies, and
even remote polar regions, thereby posing severe threats to both human
health and marine ecosystems. His lecture emphasized that microplastics
infiltrate food chains, cause bioaccumulation, and significantly disrupt

ecological balance while creating long-term health risks for human

populations.

The guest speaker advocated for sustainable solutions, including the
adoption of biodegradable alternatives, implementation of eco-friendly
packaging systems, and the revival of traditional environmentally

conscious practices such as the use of manjappai (cloth bags).

The seminar witnessed an overwhelming response with 400 participants
benefiting from this educational initiative. The programme successfully
enhanced awareness regarding individual and collective responsibility in
addressing plastic pollution and inspired attendees to adopt sustainable
alternatives and environmentally responsible practices.

The celebration reinforced the institution’s dedication to environmental
protection and demonstrated its commitment to promote traditional, eco-

friendly practices as a viable pathway toward achieving a plastic-free future.

Dr. S. Shyamala Gowri delivered the vote of thanks, expressing gratitude
